THE REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING of the City of Port Orange was called
to order by Mayor Scott Stiltner at 6:30 p.m.

RECOGNITION AND PROCLAMATIONS

10. FCCMA Recognition for being a Council-Manager City for 55 years

Ken Parker, resident and representative of the Florida City and County Management
Association (FCCMA) and International City/County Manager Association (ICMA),
personally commended the Port Orange Police Department and the detective who was
very professional and thorough in his investigation during a recent interaction.

On behalf of FCCMA and ICMA, Mr. Parker commended the City, as well as the City
Councils of the past, for its charter under the Council Manager form of Government and
presented a certificate of recognition for 55 years as a Council Manager form of
Government.

11. Water Conservation Month
Mayor Scott Stiltner read the Water Conservation Month proclamation and presented it
to Gretchen Smith, Conservation Coordinator with St. Johns River Water Management
District. Gretchen Smith commented on water conservation and how each person can
contribute to saving water.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (Non-Agenda — 20 minutes)

Adam Dovi, citizen, commented on over development, and the potential increased burden
such as flooding and traffic that it may cause.

John Beldon, on behalf of Port Orange South Daytona Chamber of Commerce, thanked
Council for their continued support and updated them on the upcoming Chamber events
to include the business after hours event, a CPR class, the Youth Job Fair, After Hours
at Daytona, and A Tasteful Affair.

Adam Sari, resident, spoke about a code enforcement issue on his property regarding
parking and provided his view on the aesthetics.

Clayton Crain, representing Lazy Acres, commented on the bid process for the hunting
lease, some of the events that took place, consistency, and fairness. Mr. Crain suggested
the Council hold off on the intent to reject all bids at the next City Council meeting.

COMMENTS AND ADDITIONAL ITEMS

12. Council Members
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Mayor Scott Stiltner commented that the Hunt Club item is on the next City Council
agenda and conversations will take place at that meeting. In regard to parking, Mayor
Scott Stiltner stated the City tries to be as consistent as possible and suggested Adam
Sari speak to the Police Department for all legal parking suggestions. Lastly, he advised
the Youth Job Fair is going to be Wednesday, April 22, and highlighted the Volusia County
Beach Department as a participant.

Councilman Jonathan Foley thanked Clayton Crain for coming to speak since he will not
be available at the next meeting and neither will he. Councilman Jonathan Foley believes
the Hunting Lease needs to go back out for bid. Councilman Jonathan Foley reported
that the Easter Seals are hosting an event for Autism Awareness on April 11 at City
Center. Finally, Councilman Jonathan Foley advised he will not seek re-election for his
City Council seat. He enjoyed his service and it's been a great honor as Port Orange is a
great place to live, work, and raise a family, but his career is taking more and more time,
and it would be a dis-service to continue in his capacity.

Vice Mayor Tracy Grubbs thanked Adam Sari for coming in to speak about the parking
situation, highlighted the codes in place, and commented on possibly adding pavers for
tire tracks in the row and would like to have further discussions on this. Vice Mayor Tracy
Grubbs stated the Arthaus grant was released, and they are planning the second phase
of the Down Under project. Lastly, he was able to go on a ride along with the Council on
Aging and said that is one of the most under spoken agencies that doesn't get the
recognition for what they do.

Mayor Scott Stiltner also highlighted the Victim Advocates at the Police Department who
work well with the Council on Aging and stated most municipalities/agencies have a
similar program.

Councilman Shawn Goepfert stated the City's Parks and Recreation Department is
helping the Council on Aging with an annual fundraising event that is coming up in
September called Dancing Through the Decades. He thanked staff for the progress on
the Jackson and Oak Street project as it looks much safer. Additionally, Councilman
Shawn Goepfert looks forward to discussions at the next meeting about the lease
agreement on the hunt club property, stating it's a great resource and a great way to get
people out in nature.

Councilman Lance Green commented on Consent Agenda item #6a regarding a change
order for the River to Sea Loop Shared-Use Nonmotorized (SUN) Trial Project, and asked
if there is going to be any more.

Wayne Clark stated there is one more change order on next City Council agenda,
provided details on the item, and why there are change orders in place.

Councilman Lance Green looked at Adam Sari's property, commented on why the City
has codes and advised the intent of the code is not to park in the front yard. Lastly,
Councilman Lance Green stated there is still a need for a city non-emergency line.

Councilman Jonathan Foley advised he spoke with a County Representative on the non-
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emergency phone line this week and stated if Councilman Lance Green wants to
spearhead this, there may be one or two County Council Members that may be willing to
discuss this. Councilman Jonathan Foley agreed the City needs better service for a non-
emergency phone line.

13. City Attorney
There was nothing further.
14. City Manager
a. Riverwalk Update

Wayne Clark, City Manager, advised there is some expressed interest in purchasing the
Riverwalk property. He advised there will be an in-person site visit in the next couple of
weeks and there may be a code amendment coming in June that will put some of the
MDA requirements in the written code. In addition, Mr. Clark stated there is positive
conversation that Dunkin Donuts is possibly looking to relocate.

Mayor Scott Stiltner stated there used to be legal parking along US-1 and would like to
see what the City can do to bring that back and asked Mr. Clark to have staff speak with
FDOT about street parking from Meeker Place to the northern City limits.

Wayne Clark mentioned the City will have that conversation and advised the traffic count
has gone down on US-1, making the possibility more favorable.

b. Stormwater Projects Update

Mr. Clark reported that the Jackson and Oak Street project is nearly completed. The
Cambridge Pump Station Project is moving forward. There was a mandatory pre-bid
meeting that took place on April 6 for the Cambridge Project, with thirty people showing
up. The bids for the Cambridge Pump Station are due by May 1, the bid should be
awarded in June, and construction is anticipated to start later this summer.

Mr. Clark reported that the Sugar Forest Drainage Project is approaching the sixty percent
design stage, which is when the City can go to the State agencies to apply for permits,
and the design completion is slated for the end of the year.

Councilman Lance Green asked what the percentage of funding is with the Sugar Forest
Drainage Project. Mr. Clark provided an update on the funding stating a portion of the
Fund Balance will cover some of this project.

Mayor Scott Stilner stated there is a joint meeting coming up with Volusia County and the
Army Corps of Engineers, and he would like someone from the City of Port Orange to
attend this meeting as well.

Mr. Clark advised the Portona and Powers Avenue Improvements are Transform 386
Projects. The design scope has been finalized, and they will be entering the design phase

this summer.

Mr. Clark provided an update on the FEMA Grant projects, stating there are 13 homes
that are going through the elevation process. The City has been given notice that the
awards are coming and the anticipation is that the elevations will be completed in 2027.

c. Parks and Recreation Bond Projects Update

Mr. Clark reported the City Center Sports Complex bid release is coming April 17 and
staff is expecting to bring the project back to Council for an award in June. The architect
is working on the design and permitting for the White Place Project, but this will also be
placed into the ECHO cycle in an attempt to get funds from ECHO.

He also stated the Florida East Coast Railway (FEC) owns the land that sits close to the
Depot Park, and for the City to make full use of this area, the City will need a lease from
FEC. The award for the architect for the REC West Project will come before Council at
the April 21 City Council meeting for a vote, and the TPO is discussing feasibility on the
Trail project.

Lastly, for the Coraci Sports Project Expansion on the North side, the land is owned by
Volusia County Schools and private property owners. The school isn't interested in
building a school as enrollment is on the decline so there are talks about possible land
acquisitions from both the school and private property owners.

Councilman Lance Green stated he would like to acquire as much of that school land as
possible.

Councilman Jonathan Foley advised that Vice Mayor Tracy Grubbs has been filling in for
him when he is unable to attend the TPO meetings. The meetings are typically held on
the fourth Wednesday of the month at 9 am, and they typically last about an hour. He
also advised that as long as there is a physical quorum, the member can attend virtually.

SUBJECT: (B6a) Approval of Task Authorization No. 8 with Hall and Ogle Architects,
Inc. for design services for renovations to the REC Center

DEPARTMENT: Parks & Recreation
GOAL: 3 - Quality of Life 2 - Infrastructure

RECOMMENDED MOTION: Move to approve Task Authorization No. 8 with Hall &
Ogle Architects, Inc. for design services for renovations to the REC for an amount not to
exceed $30,000, and authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to sign all necessary

documents.

SUMMARY: The REC has been open since spring of 2023 and has proven to be very
popular with the community. The REC gets anywhere from 6,000-8,000 visitors on a
monthly basis. Over the years, the noise level at the indoor playground and openness of
the front desk have presented some challenges for staff. The scope of work for this
project is to provide a Schematic Design Package for the renovations to the main
lobby/atrium space to provide acoustic mitigation between the playground space and
the remainder of the lobby area. Also included are modifications to the front reception
area to not only mitigate the sound, but to provide better separation between the public
and staff in that area. Some minor renovations to the second floor play area connected
to the playground will be included in the scope of work as well. The cost of these
services is not to exceed $30,000. This design work was approved in the FY26 CIP

budget.

THIS Task Authorization is entered into by and between the CiTY OF PORT ORANGE, FLORIDA, a
chartered municipal corporation with its principal place of business at 1000 City Center Circle, Port Orange,

$150,000.00, Architect shall execute a truth-in-negotiation certificate stating that wage rates and
other factual unit costs supporting the compensation are accurate, complete, and current at the
time of contracting. Any professional service contract or Task Authorization under which such
certificate is required must contain a provision that the original contract price or compensation and
any additions thereto will be adjusted to exclude any significant sums by which the City determines
the contract price or compensation was increased due to inaccurate, incomplete, or noncurrent wage
rates and other factual unit costs. All such contract or compensation adjustments must be made
within one (1) year following the end of the Contract. Otherwise, such adjustments shall be deemed
waived by the Architect and null and void for the purposes of this Contract or Task Authorization.
The signature on this Contract by the Architect shall act as the execution of a truth- in-negotiation
certificate stating that the wage rates and other factual unit costs supporting the compensation of this
Contract are accurate, complete, and current at the time of contracting.

(b) Architect’s signature on this Contract or a Task Authorization shall act as execution of a
truth-in-negotiation certificate stating that wage rates and other factual unit costs supporting the
compensation set forth in this Contract or a Task Authorization are accurate, complete, and current
at the time of contract. The certification shall also constitute an affirmation that Architect has

This Master Contract for Architectural Services (‘Contract’) is entered into this 171 dayof M Qy
2022, by and between the CiTY OF PORT ORANGE, a Florida municipal corporation, whose principal address is 1000 City
Center Circle, Port Orange, Florida 32129 (the “City”), and HALL & OGLE ARCHITECTS, INC. (“Architect’), a Florida
corporation whose principal address is 208 Magnolia Avenue, Daytona Beach, Florida 32114. The City and Architect
are collectively referred to herein as the “Parties.”

1. Provision of Services
(a) The Architect hereby agrees to provide the following services to the City of Port Orange:
(i) Professional continuous architectural design and consulting services to provide various

renovation, restoration, construction and general consulting projects, and may include
preparation of design and specifications, conducting and/or attending preconstruction
meetings, review of shop drawings, record drawing review, cost estimating, and additional
architectural services as required during the course of construction, in accordance with
Consultants Competitive Negotiation Act, and as more specifically described in City of Port
Orange Request for Statements of Qualifications No. 22-03 (‘RFSQ 22-03") This Contract
together with RFSQ 22-03, and Architect's Proposal, all of which may be referred to as the
“Master Contract’ and/or “Contract” and all of which are made a part hereof by reference
shall constitute the formal written Contract between the City and Contractor. For
convenience, Section 3 Scope of Services and Requirements, and the Architect's Hourly
Rate Proposal as submitted by the Architect in Architect's Response; are attached hereto
as Exhibit “1." A complete copy of RFSQ 22-03 is available in the Office of the City Clerk.
Architect represents that they are familiar with the documents that make up the Contract, as
referenced herein above.

(b) The time, manner and place for performance of such services shall be:

Term: The term of this Contract shall commence on the date this Contract is signed on behalf of the
City and shall continue for a period of three (3) years (the "Initial Term’).

Renewals: Upon written agreement of the Parties, this Contract may be renewed for two (2)
additional one-year terms, upon review and approval of City Manager and budget appropriation.

Manner and Place: The Architect shall perform the services as outlined in each project assignment,
in accordance with the Master Contract for Architectural Services as required on all City owned
facilities and properties (i.e. rights-of-way) and in a manner as required by all current federal, state,
county, fire, building and land development codes, laws, ordinances and regulations, and with
applicable permits and licenses per the City Code of Ordinances. Architect shall not deliver goods
or services without a fully executed task authorization and a written purchase order, signed by an
authorized agent of the City of Port Orange.
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Time and Essence: Architect acknowledges that time is of the essence in the completion of the
services contemplated by this contract, and shall complete all services within the timeline specified
by this contract, and shall complete all services within the timeline specified in the project, and as
reflected on the Notice to Proceed.

2. Authorization for Services. This Contract standing alone does not authorize the performance of any work or
services to be provided by the Architect or require the City to place any orders for work or service. Authorization for
performance of services by the Architect under this Contract shall be in the form of written Task Authorization(s)
issued and executed by the City and signed by the Architect. A sample Task Authorization is attached hereto as
Exhibit “2." The City makes no covenant or promise as to the number of orders placed, nor that the City shall place
any orders for goods or services during the life of this Contract. The City reserves the right to contract with other
Parties for the goods and services contemplated by this Contract, as determined in the City’s sole and absolute
discretion.

3. City Obligations. The City reserves the right to utilize lump sum or hourly rate compensation, at the hourly
rate compensation as set forth in Exhibit “1." Rates may be adjusted on the anniversary of the effective date of this
Contract, upon mutual written agreement of the Parties. The City’s obligation to pay Architect under this Contract is
limited to an amount not to exceed the appropriated budget per fiscal year. All payments shall be governed by the
Local Government Prompt Payment Act as set forth in Sections 218.70 through 218.79, Florida Statutes, as amended.
The Architect shall be paid compensation for all services, labor and material required thereby, and for all expenditures
as specified in each Task Authorization. The fee shall be negotiated for each Project Task Authorization to this
Contract. The Architect shall submit a monthly statement for professional services rendered and expenses incurred
to date of the statement. The statements for lump sum shall be based upon Architect's estimate of the proportion of
the total services actually completed at the time of billing to the total services to be performed. Such estimates are
to be prepared by the Architect and accompanied by such supporting data as may be required by the Contract
Administrator. Compensation for any authorized cost which is not set forth in the Contract shall not exceed the actual,
documented out-of-pocket cost to the Architect. The Contract and Task Authorization(s) do not include retainer fees,
nor is there a minimum fee guaranteed during the Contract period.

4, Contract Administration. The Purchasing Manager, Jill Poolman (“Contract Administrator’), shall perform
contract administration of this Master Contract. The Department Head requesting the Task Authorization under this
Master Contract, shall preform the Contract Administration for their respective Task Authorization for services. For
notice provisions, see the paragraph entitled “Notice.” The work shall be under the direction of the authorized Contract
Administrator who shall have final decision authority for all phases of the work, including general direction, review,
and approval of the work. Neither the Contract Administrator's review, approval or acceptance of, nor payment for,
any of the services required under this Contract shall be construed to operate as a waiver of any rights under this
Contract or of any cause of action arising out of the performance of this Contract, and the Architect shall be and
remain liable to the City for all costs of any kind which were incurred by the City as a result of the Architect’s negligent
performance of the services furnished under this Contract.

5. Statement if Architectural Services. The Architect shall:

(a) Provide all certifications (“Architect of Record" function) surveys, calculations, drawings, and any
other documents required for special permits and authorizations from various government bodies or
agencies having jurisdiction over the project;

(b) Prepare a time scaled diagram showing the dates of completion of various design phases and
scheduled completion of working drawings and specifications and submit for Contract Administrator's

review and approval.
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(c) Verify and evaluate technical proposals furnished by the construction contractor if requested by the
City and provide such amplifications and explanations that may be necessary to clarify the intent of
the drawings and specifications.

(d) Furnish consultation and advice as requested by the City during the construction of project, including
Construction Administration Services (unless otherwise stipulated in a specific amendment attached
hereto and made a part thereof);

(e) Furnish all other Architectural services including without limitation those specified hereinafter and
those required for the completion of specific projects as described in amendments to this Contract:

(i) Site Visits/Special Permits. The Architect shall visit the site and shall initiate and
hold such conferences with representatives of the City and other agencies, boards
or government bodies having jurisdiction over the area the project covers and take
such other action as may be necessary to obtain permits and authorizations (except
the construction permits) and other data upon which to develop the design and
preliminary sketches showing the contemplated project.

(ii) Preliminary Sketches and Opinion of Probable Construction Costs. The preliminary
sketches shall include plans, elevations and sections development in such detail
and with such descriptive specifications as will clearly indicate the scope of work,
and make possible a reasonable opinion of the construction cost and satisfy the
requirements of permitting and regulatory agencies having jurisdiction. An opinion
of probable construction costs shall be prepared.

(iii) Working Drawings and Specifications. After the preliminary sketches and opinion
of probable construction costs have been approved, the Architect shall proceed with
the preparation of working drawings and specifications as required by the Contract
Administrator for the construction of said project. Working drawings, specifications
and estimates shall be delivered to the Contract Administrator in such sequence
and at such times as required by the City such that the construction work can be
initiated promptly, procurement of materials made without delay and continuous
prosecution of the work promoted, all in strict accordance with the approved design
schedule as provided in Paragraph 5 (b) above. Working drawings and
specifications shall be revised as necessary and as required by the Contract
Administrator. After working drawings and specifications have been approved by
the Contract Administrator, the Architect shall furnish such number of sets of prints
of the approved working drawings and such number of sets of the approved
specifications, as may be required by the Contract Administrator.

(iv) Original Drawings - Final Plans. Upon approval of final plans the Architect shall
deliver to the City one set of original drawings in such medium and on such materials
as may be required by the Contract Administrator, suitable for blueprinting, showing
approved constructed requirements (not of “as-built’ construction unless otherwise
stipulated), provided, however, that should this Contract be terminated by the City
the Architect shall deliver to the City one set of original drawings as they exist at the
time of termination. Such plans as are delivered shall become and remain the
property of the City.

(v) Revision of Final Drawings and Specifications. The Architect shall, without
additional fee, correct and revise the drawings, specifications, or other materials
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furnished under this Contract, if the Contract Administrator finds that such revision
is necessary to correct errors or deficiencies for which the Architect is responsible.
(vi) Bidding. The Architect shall perform all necessary Architectural services required
in connection with the competitive bidding for construction of the project and the
preparation of all documents required thereof, including preparation of documents
for separate bid packages for multiple contractors if so required by Contract
Administrator.
6. Responsibility of the Architect. The Architect shall be responsible for the professional and technical accuracy
and the coordination of all designs, drawings, and specifications and other work or materials furnished by the Architect
under this Contract. The Architect shall without additional cost or fee to the City, correct or revise any errors or
deficiencies in his performance.

7. Reuse of Documents. The City shall have unlimited rights, for the benefit of the City in alt drawings, designs,
specifications, notes and other Architect's work produced in the performance of this Contract, or in contemplation
thereof, and all as-built drawings produced after completion of the work, including the right to use same on any other
City work without additional cost to the City. All documents including drawings and specifications prepared by the
Architect pursuant to this Contract are instruments of service in respect of the project. They are not intended or
represented to be suitable for reuse by the City of others for any other project. Reuse for another project without
written verification or adaption by Architect for the specific purpose intended will be at the City's risk. Any such
verification or adaption will entitle Architect to further compensation at rates to be agreed upon by the City and
Architect. A reproducible set of plans and specifications shall be delivered to and become the property of the City
upon completion of the Project by the Architect.

8. Expert Witness. The Architect shall serve as an expert witness for the City in any legal proceedings regarding
this Project if the City so requests. The expert witness fee for Architect shall be negotiated at the time the Architect

is called as an expert.
9. Modifications to Scope of Work/Change Orders.

(a) Change Orders. The Contract Administrator, upon written approval as required by the City's Purchasing
Policy, shall without notice to any sureties, have the authority to order changes in this Contract which
affect the cost or time of performance. Such changes shall be ordered in writing specifically designated
to be a change order. Such orders shall be limited to reasonable changes in one or more of the following:
the services to be performed, the contract price of the time of the performance. The City will not be held
liable for any changes which have not been properly authorized and approved in accordance with this
Contract.

(b) If any change under this clause causes an increase or decrease in Architect’s cost of, or time required
for performance of the work hereunder, Architect shall receive an equitable adjustment and the Contract
shall be modified in writing accordingly. Any change shall include all costs and damages related to or
incidental to such change.

(c) Any claim by the Architect for adjustment under this clause shall be asserted in writing within thirty (30)
days from the date of receipt by the Architect of the notification of change unless the Contract
Administrator grants a further period of time before the date of final payment under the Contract. The
Architect shall proceed with the prosecution of the work as changed. Except as provided in this Contract,
the Architect shall not be entitied to payment for a charge for any extra work or material.

10. Subcontractors and Qutside Associates and Consultants. Any subcontractors and outside associates or
consultants required by the Architect in connection with the services covered by the Contract will be limited to such
individulas or firms as are specifically identified and approved in writing by the Contract Administrator. Any
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substitution in such subcontractors, associates, or consultants shall be subject to the prior approval of the Contract
Administrator.

11. Termination.

(a) The performance of work under this Contract may be terminated by the City in accordance with this
clause in whole, or from time to time in part, whenever the Contract Administrator shall determine that such
termination is in the best interest of the City. Any such termination shall be effected by delivery to the Architect of a
Notice of Termination specifying the extent to which performance of work under the Contract is terminated, and the
date upon which such termination becomes effective.

(b) After receipt of a Notice of Termination, and except as otherwise directed by the Contract
Administrator, the Architect shall:

(i) Stop work under the Contract on the date and to the extent specified in the Notice of
Termination.

(ii) Place no further orders or subcontracts for materials, services or facilities, except as may be
necessary for completion of such portion of the work under the Contract as it is not

terminated.

(iii) Terminate all orders and subcontracts to the extent that they relate to the performance of
work terminated by the Notice of Termination.

(iv)  Assign to the City in the manner, at the times and to the extent directed by the Contract
Administrator, all of the right, title, and interest of the Architect under the orders and
subcontracts so terminated, in which case the City shall have the right, in its discretion, to
settle or pay any or all claims arising out of thee termination of such orders and subcontracts.

(v) Settle all outstanding liabilities and claims arising out of such termination of orders and
subcontracts, with the approval or ratification of the Contract Administrator, to the extent the
City may require which approval or ratification shall be final for all the purposes of this clause.

(vi) Transfer title and deliver to the City in the manner, at the times, and to the extent, if any,
directed by the Contract Administrator.

a. The fabricated or un-fabricated parts, work in process, completed work,
supplies, and other material produced as a part of, or acquired in connection with the
performance of, the work terminated by the Notice of Termination; and

b. The completed or partially completed plans, drawings, information, and
other property which, if the Contract has been completed, would have been required to be
furnished by the City.

(vii  Complete performance of such part of the work as shall not have been terminated by the
Notice of Termination.

(c) After receipt of a Notice of Termination, the Architect shall submit to the City’s Contract Administrator
its termination claim, in the form and with certification prescribed by the Contract Administrator. Such claim shall be
submitted promptly but in no event later than thirty (30) days from the effective date of termination, unless one or
more extensions in writing are granted by the Contract Administrator, upon request of the Architect made in writing
such thirty (30) days period or authorized extension thereof. Upon failure of the Architect to submit his termination
claim within the time allowed, the Contract Administrator may determine on the basis of information available to him,
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the amount, if any, due to the Architect by reason of the termination and shall thereupon pay to the Architect thee
amount so determined.

(d) Subject to the provisions of Paragraph 11(c), the Architect and the Contract Administrator may agree
upon the whole or any part of the amount or amounts to be paid the Architect by reason of the total or partial
termination of work pursuant to this clause, the total or partial termination of work pursuant to this clause, which
amount or amounts may include a reasonable allowance for profit on work done; provided, that such agreed amount
or amounts exclusive of settlement costs, shall not exceed the total Contract price as reduced by the amount of
payments otherwise made and as further reduced by the Contract price of work not terminated. The Contract shall
be amended accordingly and the Architect shall be paid the agreed amount. Nothing in Paragraph 11 prescribing the
amount to be paid to the Architect, shall be deemed to limit, restrict, or otherwise determine or affect the amount or
amounts which may be agreed upon to be paid.

(e) In the event of the failure of the Architect and the Contract Administrator to agree as provided in
Paragraph 11(d), upon the whole amount to be paid to the Architect by reason of the termination of work pursuant to
this subparagraph, the Contract Administrator shall pay to the Architect the amounts determined by the Contract
Administrator, but without duplication of any amounts agreed upon as follows:

(i) For completed work and services accepted by the City, the price or prices specified in the
Contract for such work, less any payments previously made..:

(ii) The total of:

a. The costs incurred in the performance of the work and service terminated,
including initial costs and preparatory expenses allocable thereto, but exclusive of
any costs attributed to the work and services paid or to be paid for under Paragraph
11(e)(i) hereof:

b. The cost of settling and paying claims arising out of the termination of work
or services under subcontracts or orders as provided in Paragraph 11(b)(v) above,
which are properly chargeable to the terminated portion of the Contract exclusive of
amounts paid or payable on account of work or services delivered or furnished by
subcontractors prior to the effective date of termination, which amounts shall be
included in the costs payable under Paragraph 11(a) above; and

C. A sum, as profit on Paragraph 11(a) above, determined by the Contract
Administrator to be fair and reasonable, not to exceed 5% of the Task Authorization.

(iii) In the event the Contract is terminated because of Architect's default, the City may take over
the work and services and complete the same by Contract or otherwise, and the Architect shall be
liable to the City for any increased cost of the project.

12. Examination of Records

(a) The Architect agrees that the City, or any duly authorized representative, shall, until the expiration of
five (5) years after final payment hereunder, have access to and the right to examine and copy any pertinent books,
documents, papers and records of the Architect involving transactions related to this Contract.

(b) The Architect further agrees to include in any subcontract for more than $10,000 entered into as a
result of this Contract, a provision to the effect that the subcontractor agrees that the City or any duly authorized
representative shall, until the expiration of five (5) years after final payment under the subcontract, have access to
and the right to examine and copy any pertinent books, documents, papers and records of such Architect involved in
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transactions related to such subcontract, or this Contract. The term subconfract as used herein shall exclude
purchase orders for public utility services at rates established for uniform applicability to the general public.

(c) The period of access provided in subparagraphs (a) and (b) above for records, books, documents
and papers which may relate to any arbitration, litigation, or the settlement of claims arising out of the performance
of this contract or any subcontract shall continue until any appeals, arbitration, litigation or claims shall have been
finally disposed of.

13. Public Records Compliance. The Architect shall comply with public records laws as set forth in Chapter 119,
Florida Statutes, and shall specifically:

(a) Keep and maintain public records required by the City to perform the service.

(b) Upon request from the City's custodian of public records, provide the City with a copy of the
requested record or allow the records to be inspected or copied within a reasonable time at a cost that does not
exceed the cost provided in Section 119, Florida Statutes, or as otherwise provided by law.

(c) Ensure that public records that are exempt from public records disclosure requirements are not
disclosed except as authorized by law for the duration of the Contract term and following completion of the Contract
if the Architect does not transfer the records to the City.

(d) Upon completion of the Contract, Architect shall transfer to the City, at no cost, all public records in
possession of the Architect and destroy any duplicate public records that are exempt from public records disclosure
requirements. All records stored electronically must be provided to the City, upon request from the City’s custodian
of public records, in a format that is compatible with the information technology systems of the City.

If Architect does not comply with a public records request, the City shall deem the non-compliance a breach
of this Contract, and the Architect may be subject to penalties under Section 119.10, Florida Statutes.

14. Termination for Non-Appropriation of Funds.

(a) If funds are not appropriated for any succeeding fiscal years subsequent to the one in which this
Contract is entered into, for the purpose of this Contract, then the City may terminate this Contract upon thirty (30)
days prior written notice to the Architect. Should termination be accomplished in accordance with this Section, the
City shall be liable only for payments due through the date of termination.

(b) The City agrees that should it terminate in accordance with this Section, it shall not obtain services
which are substantially equal to or similar to those for which this Contract was entered into. This provision shall
survive any termination of the Contract.

15. Insurance Architect shall maintain insurance, as required herein, during the life of this Contract. Architect
shall provide to the City, a certificate of insurance endorsing the City of Port Orange as an additional named insured.
Al insurance coverages of the Architect shall be primary and non-contributory. All insurance coverages of the
Architect shall not seek contribution from any other insurance or self-insurance available to the City. For workers’
compensation coverage, the Architect’s insurance certificate shall include the insurer's waiver of subrogation in lieu
of endorsing the City as an additional insured for workers' compensation. The City shall not accept Workers'
Compensation Exemptions. Architect may use leased employees if the Architect ensures that all workers who access
the jobsite are employees covered by the employee leasing company, and no non-employees are permitted to access
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the jobsite. Any Architect using a leased employee shall complete the City's Leased Employee Affidavit Form Exhibit.
Policies for Workers’ Compensation may be issued by companies authorized as a group self-insurer by F.S. 440.572.

Policies other than Workers' Compensation shall be issued by insurers licensed and/or duly authorized under
Florida Law to do business in the State of Florida and all insuring companies are required to have a minimum rating
of “A-" in the “Best Key Rating Guide” published by A.M. Best & Company, Inc. Architect shall not commence work
under this Contract until the City has received a certificate or certificates of insurance with endorsement evidencing
the required insurance. Insurer shall provide the City written notice of cancellation, nonrenewal or any other changes
in coverage no later than thirty (30) days prior to the effective date of the change and shall provide notice to the City
no later than 10 days after non-payment. The Certificates of Insurance and required insurance policies shall contain
provisions that thirty (30) days prior written notice shall be given to the City of any cancellation, intent not to renew,
or reduction in the policies or coverages.

Architect shall require and ensure each of its subcontractors to maintain, until the completion of the
subcontractor's work, insurance of the types and to the limits set forth herein. All insurance coverages shall be primary
and non-contributory. All insurance coverages of the subcontractors shall not seek contribution from any other
insurance or self-insurance available to the City. The Architect is responsible for ensuring that its subcontractors
maintain the required coverage. Failure of the Architect to ensure the subcontractors maintain the required coverage,
shall not relieve the Architect of any contractual responsibility, obligation or liability.

The City reserves the right to increase insurance coverage as determined for higher risk contracts.

The acceptance by the City of any Certificate of Insurance does not constitute approval or agreement by the
City that the insurance requirements have been satisfied or that the insurance policy shown on the Certificate of
Insurance is in compliance with this Contract and does not waive the insurance required by this Contract.

Should at any time the Architect or subcontractors not maintain the insurance coverages required herein, the
City may terminate the Contract or at its sole discretion shall be authorized to purchase such coverages and charge
the Architect for such coverages purchased. The City shall be under no obligation to purchase such insurance, nor
shall it be responsible for the coverages purchased or the insurance company or companies used. The decision of
the City to purchase such insurance coverages shall in no way be construed to be a waiver of any of its rights under
the Contract.

16. Assignability of Contract. Neither this Contract, nor any part hereof, may be assigned by the Architect to any
other party without the express written approval of the City Council.

17. Sovereign Immunity. The City expressly retains all rights, benefits and immunities of sovereign immunity in
accordance with Section 768.28, Florida Statutes. Notwithstanding anything set forth in any section of this Contract
to the contrary, nothing in this Contract shall be deemed as a waiver of immunity or limits of liability of the City beyond
any statutory limited waiver of immunity or limits of liability which may have been adopted by the Florida Legislature
or may be adopted by the Florida Legislature and the cap on the amount and liability of the City for damages
regardless of the number or nature of claims in tort or equity shall not exceed the dollar amount set by the legislature
for tort.

SECTION 3 — SCOPE OF SERVICES AND REQUIREMENTS

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The purpose of this RFSQ is to establish a master agreement for Professional Architectural Services for various
renovation, restoration, construction and general consulting projects in the City of Port Orange in accordance with
Florida Statue 287.055, known as the “Consultants’ Competitive Negotiation Act” (the “CCNA”). Services for
projects may include conducting and/or attending preconstruction meetings, review of shop drawings, record
drawing review, cost estimating, and additional architectural services as required during the course of

construction.

Authorization for Services under the contract shall be in the form of written Task Authorization issued and
executed by the City and signed by the Architect. Each Task Authorization shall describe the services required,
state the date of the commencement and completion of work, and establish the amount and method of payment.
The City makes no covenant or promise as to the number of available projects during the life of this Contract.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

Sub-consultants

The City of Port Orange reserves the right to approve all sub-consultants for this contract. If sub-consultants are to
be utilized, their names and references must be included within this initial statement. Responsibility for the
performance of the contract remains with the main Consultant exclusively. Sub-consultants may be added to this
contract during the contract period only with PRIOR WRITTEN PERMISSION from the City of Port Orange.

Qualifications

The proposer must have architects or other professional personnel that are registered and licensed in the State of
Florida, qualified inspectors, financial advisors or other personnel as required to perform the duties necessary to
complete the various services for this project.

Anticipated Services Awarded
The firms will submit a detailed scope of services for consideration during negotiations for individual Task

Authorizations under the continuing service contract. The negotiated scope of services for the specified project(s)
may include, but may not be limited to, the scope of work discussed above.

Compensation
After a final ranking of all statements received has been decided, the City will begin negotiations with the top

ranked firms for a master contract and pricing, per the Consultant’s Competitive Negotiations Act requirements.

The City may elect to provide compensation in the Lump-Sum or Unit Cost with maximum format.

Progress payments may be requested monthly. All invoices shall include the Purchase Order Number, the City
Contract Number, the name of the project, the authorized amount, the total of previous billings, the current billing
amount, and the amount remaining unbilled. In addition, a narrative summary of services provided, explanation of
expenses billed under the current billing amount and all back-up documentation needed to confirm the
appropriateness of the Consultant’s billing shall be provided.

The City’s normal payment procedures in accordance with the Florida Prompt Payment Act will be observed. No
early payments shall be approved.

No out of scope services shall be provided or compensated in the absence of prior, written authorization in the
form of a supplemental Contract and issuance of an appropriate change order to the existing Purchase Order. The
City will accept no obligation for any services provided which do not conform to this requirement.
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ARCHITECTURAL SERVICES:

1. Provide all certifications (“Architect of Record” function) surveys, calculations, drawings, technical
specifications and any other documents required for special permits and authorizations from various
government bodies or agencies having jurisdiction over the project;

2. Prepare time scaled diagrams showing the dates of completion of various design phases and scheduled
completion of working drawings and specifications and submit for Contract Administrator’s review and

approval;

3. During construction bidding, provide such amplifications and explanations that may be necessary to clarify the
intent of the drawings and specifications.

4. Furnish consultation and advice as requested by the City during the construction of a project, including
Construction Administration Services (unless otherwise stipulated in a specific amendment attached to the
Task Authorization);

5. Furnish all other Architectural services included without limitation those specified hereinafter and those
required for the completion of specific projects as described in amendments to the Master Agreement
Contract:

(a) Site Visits/Special Permits: The Architect shall visit the site and shall initiate and hold such conferences
with representatives of the City and other agencies, boards or government bodies having jurisdiction over
the area the project covers and take such other action as may be necessary to obtain permits and
authorizations {except the construction permits) and other data upon which to develop the design and
preliminary sketches showing the contemplated project.

Working
drawings, specifications and estimates shall be delivered to the Contract Administrator in such sequence
and at such times as required by the City such that the construction work can be initiated promptly,
procurement of materials made without delay and continuous prosecution of the work promoted, all in
strict accordance with the approved design schedule provided with a Task Authorization. A typical design
schedule would include 30%, 60% and 90% drawings unless otherwise indicated on the Task Authorization.

After working drawings and
specifications have been approved by the Contract Administrator, the Architect shall furnish such number
of sets of prints of the approved working drawings and such number of sets of the approved specifications,
as may be required by permitting and regulatory agencies and the Contract Administrator.
